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END OF THE YEAR UPDATE

FROM THE SIU LGBTQ
RESOURCE CENTER

The 2023-2024 academic year has been an
extraordinary one for the LGBTQ Resource
Center. Events such as the Play With Pride
Game with Saluki Soccer and the Pride Day
Game with Saluki Softball have emphasized
that strong link between LGBTQIA+ pride and
school pride that the L.A.N. shares in
abundance. Our campus community came
together with a robust month schedule for
LGBTQ+ History Month just two weeks after
the arrival of our new center coordinator.
After a two-year hiatus, Transitions, our
support group for trans, nonbinary, and gender
nonconforming students, began meeting
regularly in September 2023. It is one of our
oldest programs, and we are excited to work
with Counseling and Psychological Services in
bringing it back.

We are continuing our Queer Cinema series in
partnership with Morris Library, where we
show a free movie/documentary with an
LGBTQIA+ theme and have a post-film
discussion. The QRC has also brought together
students, staff, and faculty to socialize at our
“Affinity Space” events, including a TNBGNC
Cocoa Sip and Social, a Bi/Pan Health and
History Workshop, and an A-Spec Hang Out
where we had root beer floats and played
board games.

The Center raised awareness during the school
year, not only at Safe Zone trainings, but also
for Trans Awareness Week (Nov) and
LGBTQ+ Health Awareness Week (Mar),
where we had full weeks of events in
partnership with Student Health Services,
Wellness and Health Promotion Services,
Women Gender and Sexuality Studies,
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The LGBTQ+ Faculty and Staff Council,
Saluki Rainbow Network, and the Women’s
Resource Center.

We have re-introduced our Saluki Ally
Awards under a new name: The Prism
Awards. Three of the awardees were
recognized at our Lavender Graduation
ceremony and their names were the first on our
new plaque, which now is displayed beside the
Saluki Ally Award plaque in the LGBTQ
Resource Center.

We also introduced the Paulette Curkin
Paragon Award, named for the first
coordinator of our center, and who has a
tremendous record of advocacy for our
community in Carbondale and at SIU.
Lavender Graduation saw twenty-seven
LGBTQ+ salukis emerge from their respective
programs ready to make their impact on the
world.

With the end of the year, we are eagerly
looking toward the fall, where we will be
welcoming students, new and returning, to
campus and celebrating the 30th anniversary
of LGBTQ+ History Month. Happy Pride
Month. We hope to see you at the reunion and
at Southern Illinois Pride!

Nakkiah Stampfh (They/Them), Secretary SIU “15-°20

Nakkiah called Southern Illinois University home from 2015 to
2020, where they graduated with a Bachelor of Arts in
University Studies with minors in Philosophy and
Communication Studies. During their time at SIU, Nakkiah was
a founding group leader of ALIAS (Alternative Lifestyles,
Identities, and Sexualities); president of The Philosophical
Society; a member of Saluki Rainbow Network (SRN) and
Undergraduate Student Government; and held multiple student
employment positions across campus, most notably their
position as a Team Lead at New Student Programs (Oct 2017 -
Jan 2020). Nakkiah currently lives in Menomonie, WI, where
they have held multiple positions at University of Wisconsin-
Stout and are continuing their education in UW-Stout's Master
of Science in Marriage and Family Therapy program.

Tyler Knupp (He/They), Vice President  SIU “17-"22

Tyler attended SIU Carbondale from Fall 2017 to Fall 2022. He
started at SIU studying Bachelor of Science in Computer
Science, later changing it to Bachelor of Arts and adding a
second major Radio, Television, and Digital Media, Specializing
in Animation. He graduated in December 2022 with a Cum
Laude B.A in CS and RTD Animation. During his time at SIU,
he founded Saluki Furry Society, an RSO for the Furry Fandom,
and co-founded C.A.T Dawgs, a video game development RSO.
He also worked on the IT Security Team as a student employee
and as an Analyst I Extra Help. Since graduating, he has been
volunteering and assisting Saluki Furry Society and Saluki
Rainbow Network with events. His hobbies include fursuiting,
video gaming, and 3D modeling.

Juniper attended Southern Illinois University from 2019 to

2021, where she earned a Bachelor of Arts in History with a

After
graduating in 2023, she came back to SIU and serves today
as the LGBTQ Resource Center Coordinator. Her article on
trans feminine lives and WWII has recently been published
in University of Victoria’s Graduate History Review edition
“Trans Histories by Trans Historians.”
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SALUKI RAINBOW NETWORK
FOUNDER JIMMY WRIGHT
RECEIVES HONORARY
DEGREE FROM SOUTHERN
ILLINOIS UNIVERSITY

Southern Illinois University celebrated Jimmy
Wright with an honorary Doctorate of Arts in
recognition of his contributions to the arts and
to the LGBTQIA+ community both at SIU and
nationally. Wright is one of the founders of
what is today the Saluki Rainbow Network, one
of the nations longest running LGBTQIA+
student organizations, which began in 1971.

During his return to SIU, Wright shared in
discussion with students who organize Saluki
Rainbow Network today about their
experiences. During a luncheon reception,
Carbondale Mayor Carolyn Harvey presented
Wright with a city proclamation recognizing
May 10th as Jimmy Wright Day. At the
commencement ceremony, Wright wore the
rainbow stole given to him by SIU retiree Cade
Bursell and the lavender cord given to him by
the LGBTQ Resource Center, just as his fellow
2024 lavender graduates wore.
